facilities, such as crates, trailers or floats, should meet the following criteria for t
and welfare of calves:

o Enough space for all calves to lie down on their chest and
stand up easily

Protection from wind and cold: the front of the trailer

must be closed in, and it is best if the sides and roof are
also covered

Airflow to stop it becoming stuffy

Flooring that stops slips, falls or injuries — e.g. rubber
matting, wood shavings, rice hulls, carpet or artificial turf
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Easy and regular cleaning, disinfection and drying

V Remember when transporting bobby calves Sharp edges, protrusions or other things that can
